Green Belt - the facts
Claims in a Conservative leaflet that the South
West Regional Assembly is trying to put
unwanted development on Purbeck District are
untrue.
It is developers who want to build on the
open countryside around Upton and Lytchett
Minster. Bloor Homes propose development in
what is known as the ‘Western Sector’ between
Upton, Lytchett Minster and Lytchett Matravers
reports Andrew Starr.
Planners at Regional, County and District levels
are all opposing the developer’s plans at an
‘Enquiry in Public’  currently taking place in Exeter.  Local MP Annette Brooke is also opposing the
plans.
The Regional Assembly proposed only 105 homes a year should be built in Purbeck, which is below
the current rate of building.  Purbeck planners are even proposing expanding the Green Belt as
part of the new Local Plan.
“Fred and I are committed to protecting the green belt around Upton and Lytchett Minster.   Planning
has never been a party political issue at Purbeck, unfortunately some Conservatives are now trying to
make it one” says Cllr Andrew Starr
