Canford Bottom Roundabout Update
As this Focus goes to press, we are able to let
residents know the news that the proposed works
by the Highways Agency on the Canford Bottom
roundabout have been given the go ahead.

Annette Brooke MP, along with Christopher
Chope, approached the Minister and asked him
to review the decision following a well attended
public meeting  but sadly after a short deferral the
works will go ahead.

Local residents have already expressed great
concerns about the proposed local road closures
and diversions during the constructive phases.
Businesses too, have expressed their horror at
the effect the road closures will have on access
to their business premises either side of the
roundabout

Engineers are due to start work in September on
transforming Canford Bottom into a six-arm
‘hamburger’ junction in time for the Olympic
events in Weymouth in 2012.

We will continue to keep residents informed of the
progress made.
